Book Captain Jack 2                Unit 4 Lesson 1: Introduce the house vocabulary 
Aim: review previous unit vocabulary/class songs/ and expand full sentences (esp with stronger students when can.) Introduce the units vocabulary and song                    
Routines (aprox 20 mins):
1. coming into the class ‘can I come in please?’  and flashcards review numbers and         colours or previous unit vocab. Children sit down on carpet ready for circle time.   
2. – finish singing the song calming song/video together (which is on the screen whilst children enter)
     3. – Hello girls and boys book song. (Encourage good sitting and Green traffic light with     putting names on) 
                   4. - Collect the flashcards (child collects- encourage ‘can I have…’ for stronger students)


     5. -Where’s Captain Jack?- last students gets him. 
      6. - Circle of questions with captain Jack‘What’s your name?’, ‘How old are you?’,  ‘How        are you?’


     7. – ‘Who looks very happy?’  TPR chant to choose Jobs.
                   8. What’s the weather like today chant… Weather monitor draws the wather.
* 9.-  Music monitor chooses song (with fly squatter). Encourage students to dance and sing. Teacher or monitor can stop music to continue singing in competition style to engage more and also test remember lyrics
10.  Envelope monitor chooses envelope to review vocab. Play is it a…? flashcard game game .

	(Back up activities to get students focused : ‘number yoga’, ‘touch your head (trick game)’What is the shape?  (drawing on board and encouraging drawing in air or on backs).Head shoulders knees and toes.

1. Intro House (with realia bag if poss)- touch the object encourage sharing etc-guess what it is.
Rooms of the house Flashcard intro Is the car in the … – encouraging repetition and actions for memory hooks.  Put on board go through cards with actions. ( If well behaved put on song with actions/ if can get to the music)
Go through book- together – volunteers tracing.
‘Me please’ request to sit on chairs/volunteers give out books
